" Livestock vaccination made mandatory -

LIVESTOCK vaccination js
now mandatory, the govern-
ment has announced as part of
Incasures to prevent transmis-

sion of zoonotic diseases.
The Minister for Live-
stock and Fisheries, Abdal-
lah Ulega, said in Morogoro
yesterday that apart from
preventing transmission of
zoonotic  diseases, manda-
tory vaccination would also
help to boost annual meat ex-

port from the current 12,000
tonnes to between 50,000 and
100,000 tonnes.

“Vaccination is a crucial
step in the prevention of in-
fections in both the people
and animals, said the minis-
ter at the beginning the 39th
death anniversary of former
prime minister, Edward So-
koine, who passed away on
April 12, 1984, in Wami
Ruhindo, Mvomero District,
Morogoro Region.

According to him, ani-

mals, especially wildlife, are
the reason for roughly 70 per
cent of human ailments.

Mr Ulega added that vac-
cination aids in triggering an
immune response without
actually transmitting the dis-
ease.

He stated that the Sokoine
University of Agriculture
(SUA) has continued to make
efforts to ensure that it carries
out several studies to address
animal ailments in partner-
ship with the government

through its Animal Referral
Hospital.

Mr Ulega said zoonotic
diseases caused by animals
include the Marburg Virus
Disease (MVD), an anthrax
disease that affects cows,
donkeys, sheep, goats and
horses), people can get sick
with anthrax if they come in
contact with infected animals
or contaminated animal prod-
ucts.

In addition to that, another
disease is leptospirosis, a bac-

terial disease that affects hu-
mans and animals.

He said the government
has put in place the Ome
Health approach as a major
strategy of disease control and
prevention as it emphasizes
the relatedness of human,
animal, and environmental
health as well as the impor-
tance of trans - disciplinary
efforts to control emerging
pandemic threats.

He said the ministry has
a mission to conduct a cam-

paign to vaccinate livestock m
the country and to coordinate
the vaccimation of livestock
throughout the countiry in ac-
cordance with the calendar.

More than 200 SUA stu-
dents will participate m the
immunisation campaign and
travel throughout the country
to camy out the task, which
will go beyond their practi-
ca] training and zllow them
to contribute to their country,
according to Ulega.

For his part, Prof Raphael

Tihelwa Chibunda, Vice-
Chancellor of SUA. stated
that their laboratory closely
works with the Tanzania Vet-
erinary Laboratory Agency
(TVLA) to investigate animal
ailments and propose solu-
tions.

According to him, the
university’s laboratory at the
SUA animal referral Hospi-
tal receives parasite samples
from TVLA and the two or-
ganisations work together to
diagnose the issue there.
